COMPLICATIONS DUE TO WEATHER:
1. U6 
a. Games:  

i. For U6 games, if there is inclement weather, IF space is available, games will be moved to KEVA’s indoor turf fields.
1. If there is no space available, the games will be rescheduled for the make up dates provided to each coach and manager by coaching director.

ii. The outdoor turf at KEVA does have a drainage system that allows games to proceed after/during a heavy rainfall.
b. Practice
i. Middleton United will contact the head coach and manager of each team if there are unsafe weather conditions.  Coaches and managers will be notified by 2:00 pm for any cancellations.  If no indication has been made by 2:00 pm, teams should plan on practice proceeding as normal.  Decision will be made at the field.
ii. Lightning or thunder in the vicinity of the field is grounds for immediate interruption of practice.  Practice may not continue until at least 20 minutes have passed without the re-occurrence of thunder or lightning.
2. U7-U8

a. Games:
i. The games will be rescheduled for the make up dates provided to each coach and manager by the coaching director.
ii. The outdoor turf at KEVA does have a drainage system that allows games to proceed after/during a heavy rainfall.

b. Practices

i. Middleton United will contact the head coach and manager of each team if there are unsafe weather conditions.  Coaches and managers will be notified by 2:00 pm for any cancellations.  If no indication has been made by 2:00 pm, teams should plan on practice proceeding as normal.  Decision will be made at the field.
ii. Lightning or thunder in the vicinity of the field is grounds for immediate interruption of practice.  Practice may not continue until at least 20 minutes have passed without the re-occurrence of thunder or lightning.
3. U9-High school
a. Games:

i. After 7am on the day of the game, the decision to cancel a match rests with the referee.
ii. Once the game has started, the decision to stop play rests solely with the referee.  If the game is called prior to half time, the game is to be re-played in its entirety.  If the game is called at halftime or any point thereafter, the game is considered a complete game and the final score stands.
iii. Coaches should make a determination by 7:00 am on the day of the match as to whether or not recent current weather conditions warrant considering the cancellation of a game.  This allows both coaches ample opportunity to notify all players and officials.  Cancellation for Weather or Field Condition procedure:
1. Investigate weather forecasts.
2. Making a trip to the location of the game to investigate field conditions is strongly recommended.
3. Make a determination by 7:00am on the day of the match.
4. For Rec games, the HOME coach is responsible for contacting their club’s licensed referee assignor and notifying them of the cancellation.  For Classic games, the HOME coach should notify Linda Huttenhoff.  Referee assignors MUST be called so that they can cancel the referees.

b. U9-Highschool practices
i. Coaches and managers should use their discretion regarding inclement weather and unsafe playing conditions.  Coaches and managers should indicate to their teams by 2:00 pm for any cancellations.  If no indication has been made by 2:00 pm, teams should plan on practice proceeding as normal.
ii. If practice proceeds during wet/slick playing conditions, STAY OFF the game field.

iii. Lightning or thunder in the vicinity of the field is grounds for immediate interruption of practice.  Practice may not continue until at least 20 minutes have passed without the re-occurrence of thunder or lightning.

4. Classic Teams
a. U11-Highschool
i. MAYSA reserves the right to issue penalties for failure to observe these notification procedures.  The following are potential consequences for the team’s club:
1. Not notifying the opposing team about a cancelled game: $50 fine to be paid to MAYSA.
2. Not notifying the referee(s) about a cancelled game: Requires the HOME team to pay fine equal to the total fees due to the referee(s).
